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HISTORICAL SKETCH
ORIGINS

The ‘Gudivada College’,started in 1950,is the result of muunificence and
zeal for higher education of the people of Gudivada region and of the neighbouring
villages in Krishna District. The town is situated in a rich agricultural area mid-
way between Vijayawada and Machilipatnam and connected through road and
railway with the leading towns and villages in the district. Gudivada has always
been a centre of great cultural and political activity and its citizens have played
a prominent role in the life of the nation in general and of Andhradesa in
particular.But the lack of a seat of higher learning was actually felt, and to meet
this need, astrong committee of local leaders was fromed early in 1950 and an
appeal for funds was made over the name of the following persons:Sri Parvataneni
Venkataratnam (President), Sri Uppalapati Veerabhadra Rao (Treasurer),Sri Kaza
Venkataramaiah (Secretary). Sri Vemulapalli Ramabrahmam (Joint Secretary)
and Sarvasri Vadde Sobhanadri, Lingam Venkatakrishnaiah and Upadrashta
Papanna Sastri as members.

INAUGURATION

The College Oraganising Committee approached the authorities of the authirities
of the Andhra University in April, 1950 with the request that permission might be
given to organize the institution and have it affiliated to the University. The in-
spection Committee appointed by the University visited Gudivada in May 1950
and reported in favour of granting the affiliation. The College was formally inau-
gurated under the name ‘The Gudivada College” by Prof.V.S. Krishna, Vice Chan-
cellor of Andhra University, on July 6, 1950 at a public meeting over which the
Honuourable Sri Bezawada Gopala Reddy, Finance Minister,Government of
Madras, presided.lt was temporarily Located in a fine building on the main road.The
Secretary of the Organising Committee,Sri Kaza Venkataramaiah became the
Correspondent of the College.

INFRASTRUCTURE

The year January 1958 witnessed the opening of the college playground at the
new site which was the beginning of a new era in the history of the College. Itis
in the fitness of things to mention here that the philanthropic villagers of
Pedaparupudi and Bhushanagulla, which abut the college ground,donated as
many as 15 acres of land. Additional land could be purchased through the gen-
erous donations of Rs.60,000/-and Rs 40,000/- by the farmers of these two
villagers respectively.
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There were a few donations by understanding individuals: three acres of land
by Smt.Mandava Rama Tulasamma, 1.12 acres by Sri Kolli Bhadraiah and 0.5
acres by Sri Vellanki Akkaiah Chowdary, which contributed to the extension of
the college boundaries.

In February 1959,the next step forward was taken. The foundation stone for
the new building was laid by Dr.V.S.Krishna,the then Vice-Chancellor of Andhra
Ubiversity. Construction work began at ince and the eastern wing of the ground
floor came into being,a bare necessity for the Office,Principal’s room,Laboratories
and Library. Simultaneously, a spacious auditorium was also constructed.On
account of a donation of about Rs.60,000/-,it was named after Sri Yerneni
Chalamaiah.

Since Sri Akkineni Nageswara Rao and his admirers gave a donation of One
Lakh rupees,the Collegr was named after him from April 1959.The 10th College
Day was celebrated at the new site in February 1960 and the College moved to
its permanent location in July 1960.Sri A.F.Thyagaraju, the first Principal of the
college left the institution on July 16, 1966 to join the Noble Principal was pro-
moted as Principal. As soon as he took over, he could secure the active and
willing cooperation of three popular doctors, Dr.A.V. Raghavaiah,Dr.T.L.Perumallau
and Dr.P.L. Narasimha Rao for the completion of remaingng portion of the build-
ing. Their active participation in the construction activity culminated in the col-
lection of fairly handsome donations (about Rs. 1,75,000/-)from the philanthropic
public of Gudivada and neighbouring villages.To this was added, as promised,
asum of about Rupees One Lakh by the friends and admirers of Akkineni
Nageswara Rao.Together with Government grants, this was utilised for the con-
struction of western wing of the ground floor and the first floor of both eastern
and western sides of the main building. Teaching work a last began in the ce-
ment concrete rooms, a dream come true for the staff.

A spacious Biology Museum, with over 1000 mounted specimens of plants
and amimals, fossils and models,is housed in the ground floor of the westem
wing A well-kept herbarium and an assortment of wood samples are also present
in the museum.

The next phase of construction was another mammoth project,the Library.This
was constructed on modern lines, with maximum facilities for each category of
the college populace-boy students,girl students and staff.
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The construction work went on unintrrupted and by 1975 an imposing and spa-
cious gymnasium was also built and it has since been utilized by students and
staff with great enthusiasm.Consequent on donation of Rs.25,000/-,the gymna-
sium was named after Sri Kolli Lingaiah.

Another huge building, Sri Yerneni Govindaiah Junior College building (Rs
One Lakh was provided by Sri Govindaiah’s son Sri Ramachandra Rao) was
completed by 1984 on the eastern side of College campus and has been in use
since 1985.This building added many more number of class rooms to the exist-
ing ones.

The foundation stone for the Post-graduate wing was laid in 1985 and the
construction of the building was completed in 1992. The Post Graduate stone
was shifted to the new building during 1992-93. Foundations stone was laid for
Post-Graduate block Il on 22-8-1994 by the then Chairman of the University
Grants Commission, Prof.G.Rami Reddy.

The block was named after Yarlagadda Sobhanadri owing to a donation of
Rs.3 Lakhs by his son Dr.Y.Nageswara Rao (USA) of Pedaparupudi.

The construction of men’s hostel was completed in 1996 with the assistance
of UGC as part of VIl Plan Development Projects. The extension of hostel was
begun in 1998 and the first floor was completed in 1999 with assistance of
UGC’sIX Plan funds.

A spacious laboratory with 75 Pentium-based computers was opened during
the academic year 1998-99 to cater to the needs of students of MCA and
M.Sc.(Computer Science).In view of the ever -expanding demand for the com-
puter education and to provied more facilities to the students of B.Sc.(Maths,
Statistics/Physics and Computer Sciences), another laboratory was opened with
at least 45 latest computers during 1999-2000. It was named after Dr.Yarlagadda
Lakshmi Prasa, who generously contributed Rs 15 lakhs from his M.P.(Local
Area Development Scheme) funds.

Construction of first of western part main building was completed during
2004-2005. Extension work of first floor on eastern part of the main building was
completed during 2005-2006. A huge three-storied building by the name of ‘Golden

Jubilee Commemoration Building’was built during 2000-2001.
3
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Funds for this building were also received from the alumnus of the college,Sri
Cherukuri Ramoji Rao,News Paper Baron and owner of ETV and Ramoji Film
City,who donated Rs.10 Lakhs.Yarlagadda Lakshmi Prasad another alumnus of
the collegr also contributed Rs.10 lakhs from his M.P. LADS funds for the con-
struction of this building.

A fully furnished Internet facility was established for the benefit of students
as well as staff members to equip themselves with the latest knowledge and
developments taking throughout the world.

A 400 m running track (width 9.76m) was laid during 2005-2006 at a cost of
Rs.three lakhs,which was sanctioned by UGC under X Plan. The Ministry of
Youth Affairs and Spoorts granted Rs three lakhs and it was utilised by the
College to equip the gymnasium with Multi-Gym with 12 stations,Joggers (manual
and electronic),Exercise cycles, Electronic Treadmill, Twisters,Vibrators and
Weight Lifting set.

An extension to the eastern wing with two floors was also completed in 2006
and it houses a Seminar Hall,laboratories and rooms.

A hostel for women in the name of “Akkineni Annapurna Women’s Hostel”
was also constructed during 2003-04.Extension of women'’s hostel is taken up in
the year 2008 and it has been in use presently.New dining hall and kitchen were
attached to the women’s hostel with state of the facilities from the academic
year2010-2011.

A Grant of Rs.10,00,000/-was sanctioned to the College towards One Time
Financial Assistance to NAAC Accredited Colleges under assistance of Univer-
sity Grants Commission for “Strengthening of infrastructure in terms of Power
Supply” and this was used to procure a 180KVA Cummins Generator during
2010.

A Grant of Rs.25,00,000/- was sanctioned to the College under the scheme
of “Additional Assistance to the Colleges already included under 12B” during XI
plan Period and procured the Equipment during 2011.

A grant of Rs. 20,00,000/- was sanctioned to the College under the scheme
of “ Additional Assistanceto the Colleges” alrady included under 12B during XII
plan period and procured equipment i.e.,10KVA Solar Power, RO Water Plant
etc.,during 2014.
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ACADEMIC COURSES

An important development occurred in July 1951, when the Biology, Physics
and Chemistry group was opened and 94 students were admitted.In July 1952,
the college was raised to First Grade and B.A. and B.Com. courses were opened.
The year 1953 saw further progress.B.Sc. class with Zoology (Main) and Chem-
istry and Botany (Subsidiaries) was opened. Civics and Indian Administration
were offered as optional subjects in Intermediate and in Arts groups, classes
were opened in Sanskrit for Intermediate and in Hindi for B.A. In July 1957 the
pre University course was eight combinations of optional subjects. In July 1958,
the three year degree courses were started in the College, thus making our
institution conform to the national pattern of education.

In accordance with the new pattern of education,the college started a new
two year intermediate course from the academic year 1969-70. A new pattern of
degree course, called New Scheme with Main and Ancillaries was started with
effect from the academic year 1971-72 with Telugu as the medium of instruc-
tion.

The starting of M.Com. course in 1974-75 was another notable achievement

which made the college one of the handful of affiliated colleges in Andhra Pradesh
to have privilege of offering instruction at the postgraduate level.
The college crossed yet another milestone in 1991-92, when keeping the ever
growing importance of Computer Science and Electronics in view and also re-
sponding to the popular demand for instruction in these subjects, two new re-
structured B.Sc. courses, one with Mathematics, Physics and Computer Sci-
ence and the other with Mathematics, Physics and Electronics combinations
were started.

Expansion of academic facilities was the order of the day and in keeping with
this trend of the College got permission and started the M.B.A. course in 1993-
94. Appropriately enough, the course was inagurated by SriY.C.Simhadri ,then
Vice-Chancellor of Nagarjuna University on 7-2-1994. A new P.G. course, M.Sc.,
in Mthematics was commended in 1994-95.

The new courses in high demand, M.C.A.,M.Sc.,(Computer Science), BCA
and a new stream in B.Sc., course with Mathematics, Statistics and Computer
Science were started during the academic year 1998-99.

In keeping pace with the high demand for B.Ed. course a sister college in the
name of A.N.R. College of Education was started during the year 1999-2000.

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In December 2004, Dr.K. Ramesh (USA) and Sri K.Ranjith Prasad
(Vijayawada) donated and amount of 22,750 US dollars (about Rupees 10,00,000/
-) in the name of their father late Sri K.G. Prasad Rao, a former Lecturer in
Chemistry in this college towards the development of infrastructure for A.N.R.
College of Education.

Two new P.G.courses in basic seience, M.Sc., in Chemistry and Physics
were commenced in year 2002-2003 and 2003-2004 respectively.Another two
new M.Sc.,courses in Microbiology and Botany are added to the list of P.G.
courses in the 2005-2006 year.An additional section of M.C.A. course is opened
during the academic year 2008-2009.

In view of the growing demand for basic sciences, the college got permis-
sion to start an additional section of B.Sc., with Mathematics, Physics are
Chemistry in the year 2003-2004.

A Research Centre, under the purview of Acharya Nagarjuna Univesity, was
established in the College for the benefit of pursuers of research and highest
learning.

8) All the failed candidates who could not clear their backlog papers within five
years will forgo their previous performance and have to appear as fresh candi-
dates for all the subjects.

Academic Rules and Regulations approved in Academic

Council Meetings

Academic Plan :

These rules and regulations are applicable to the students admitted from the
Academic Year 2018-2019.

The college follows the semester system with partial internal and partial
external evaluation and choice based credit system for the under graduate, post
graduate programmes.

/ or alter the syllabi prescribed for a course for consideration and approval of the
academic council.
iii. The Board of Studies shall prepare panels of paper setters / Examiners pa-
per-wise and such panels are to be submitted to the chairperson of the aca-
demic council.
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Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) offers wide ranging choice for students
to opt for courses based on their aptitude and their career goals. CBCS works on
the fundamental premise that students are mature individuals, capable of mak-
ing their own decisions. CBCS enables a student to obtain a degree by accumu-
lating required number of credits prescribed for that degree. The number of cred-
its earned by the student reflects the knowledge or skills acquired by him or her.
Each course is assigned a fixed number of credits based on the contents to be
learned & the expected effort of the student. The grade points earned for each
course reflects the student's proficiency in that course.

Readmission / Transfer admission

A candidate, who is detained or discontinues a semester for whatever rea-
son, for readmission into the same semester in the subsequent year, shall be
required to pass in all the papers in the curriculum prescribed for such batch of
students in which he/she joins subsequently so as to be eligible for the award
of degree. However, exemption will be given from passing all those papers of
the subsequent semesters, (of the batch which he/she joins now) which he/
she had passed in the earlier semester he/she was originally admitted into.
Further, such a candidate shall be required to pass the new papers, if any,
introduced in the new curriculum.

Candidates may be admitted into II-VI semesters on transfer based on the
recommendation of the committee constituted by the Principal for the purpose
and such admissions are subject to the approval of Krishna University. Such
candidates shall be required to pass in all the Programmes in the programme
prescribed for such batch of students, he/she joins to be eligible for the award
of degree. However, exemption will be given in all those Programmes of the
semester/s of the batch, which he/she joins now, which he/she had passed
earlier.

Conduct — Rules and Regulations

Students are not allowed to conduct meetings / gatherings for any reason in
the campus without prior permission from the Principal / Director.

The responsibility of infrastructure maintenance lies on each and every stu-
dent. Any loss or damage caused due to carelessness or negligence on the
part of the student shall be recovered from the student.

Students should not raise funds either for charity or any other purpose.
Collecting money from students or outsiders without the permission of the
Principal / Director is prohibited.

Use of Cell phones and cameras are strictly prohibited in all academic ar-
eas of the campus. If any student is found using them, the gadget will be
confiscated.

Organizing pleasure trips, picnics etc. by students without prior permission
from the Principal / Director is strictly prohibited.
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Ragging is a criminal offence and the UGC has framed Regulations on
curbing the menace of ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, 2009, in or-
der to prohibit, prevent and eliminate the scourge of ragging in Indian Universi-
ties/Colleges/ Institutions.

Mentoring system :

Every staff member will be in-charge of 20 students for mentoring. Student
profile book is maintained in the college, which consists of necessary informa-
tion related to the student concerned. Each mentor will officially interact with
the student at least twice in a semester. Besides this, the student is encour-
aged to meet the lecturer concerned by taking an appointment with him/her
suggestions that pave a way for his all round development.

Laboratories :

a) Science students should attend their practical class regularly since experi-
ments will not be repeated for the sake of absentees.

b) Students should note down all relevant points in observation books and
submit their record books punctually. Since the records carry marks, they
should be maintained neatly and accurately.

c) Students should not leave the laboratory without returning the apparatus
lent to them.

d) Students should handle the apparatus carefully as they have to pay full cost
of apparatus they break or spoil even inadvertently. Consumable materials like
chemicals should be used sparingly as they are costly.

Library and Reading room :

i. The Library is open from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.on all working days. The issue
counter will be closed at 5 p.m.

ii. Others who wish to become members may be admitted on application to the
Principal, recommended by a teacher who shall stand surety. They will be re-
quired to make a deposit of Rs. 150/- and to pay a Library Fee of Rs. 150/- per
year on admission towards membership of the library. If they wish to join the
reading room only they need not pay the deposit.
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iii. No non-member shall be admitted into the library except when he is intro-
duced by a member, but such admission does not confer the privilege of mak-
ing use of the library for reference purposes. Students are not permitted to
introduce non - members to the library.

iv. Current periodicals may be read only in the place set apart for the purpose.
v. All books must be applied for and returned in person. No books will be issued
to messengers.

vi. Absence from the college will not relieve a borrower of the responsibility of
returning the books on the due date.

vii. Members entering or leaving the library should pass all books including
note books through the entrance/exit counter.

viii. Member shall be allowed books as follows :

Members of the Teaching Staff and Committee 15 to 30 Vols.
Members of the college Clerical Staff 10 to 15 Vols.
Students 2 to 5 Vols.

Attenders 5 Vol.

Other Members granted permission 3 Vols.

ix. Borrowers are eligible to keep a book for 14 days from the date of issue. At
the end of the period the books shall be returned to the library, but may be
reissued to the same person if it is not in the meantime applied for by someone
else. When the book is thus reissued to a person, he may retain it for a further
period of one week. Two renewals may be allowed without the presentation of
the book at the counter.
x. The Librarian may recall a book at any time during the period of its loan.
xi. Reference books should not be taken out of the library. They may however,
be issued to members of the teaching staff for class use; and books thus taken
out should be returned before 4-00 pm on the same day. The issued book will
be noted in a special register maintained for this purpose.
xii. Borrowers failing to return books or periodicals on or before the day last
noted in the date label of the book or periodical should pay a penalty of Rs.1/-
per book or periodical for each day. In the calculation of fines, the day on which
the library is not working will not be counted.
xiii. When a book is received from the library, it should be examined carefully
and the attention of the librarian should be drawn to the defects therein. Other-
wise the last borrower will be held responsible for the defects.
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Every reader borrowing a book shall be responsible for the defects. Every
reader borrowing a book shall be responsible for its custody until is returned. In
the event of any loss or damage to the books, he / she shall replace the book
at his / her own cost or pay such compensation as may be fixed by the Princi-
pal in consultation with the Librarian.

xiv. If a volume belonging to a set is lost, the reader may be required to replace
the whole set.

xv. Borrowers are not permitted to lend books borrowed from the library to
others.

xvi. Books, periodicals, Maps etc, should not be marked, written upon or dam-
aged. No tracing is allowed without the permission of the librarian. Cutting or
mutilating of books, periodicals or other property of the library is strictly forbid-
den and will entail penalties which may include suspension of the privilege of
membership.

Text book library

i. A Text Book Library has been instituted in the college with financial assis-
tance of U.G.C. The purpose of the library is to lend standard text books to
students who cannot afford to purchase them. The following are the rules of
the text book library.

ii. A student who wants to borrow a book should pay 10% of the cost of the
book towards maintenance of book. He can retain the book till the last working
day of the academic year.

iii. No underlining, making comment, etc., should be made anywhere in the
book, nor any part of the book torn off. A fine of Rs. 5/- or more will be collected
for such markings, underlining etc.

iv. The librarian reserves the right to call for its return at any time.

v. If the book is lost or damaged, its present market cost will be recovered in full
from the student with a fine of Rs. 5/- towards servicing charges.

vi. Books from the Text Book Library will be issued to the Students as per the
following rules :

a) Books will be issued to students belonging to S.C., S.T. and other Eco-
nomically Backward Classes.

b) If after such issue, books are still available, they will be issued to stu-
dents belonging to other castes/classes.
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¢) These books should be returned on or before the last working day.
Physical Education Department activities under Autonomous System as
detailed below :

a) Conducting the games and sports committee meetings and taking ap-
proval to the year plan and budget.

b) Providing the sports equipment to the students with in the budget.

¢) Encouraging the students to utilize the indoor and outdoor sports facili-
ties for Athletics, Badminton, Basket ball, Chess, Cricket, Foot ball, Gym, Kabadi,
Kho-Kho, Table tennis, Volley ball etc., which are available in the college

d) Conducting the selection trials and coaching camps in the morning and
evening sessions to participate in the intercollegiate/District/State meets.

e) Providing diet and kit allowances to the selected players who represent
the college in the external competitions.

f) Payment of incentives to the inter University/State Level participants.

g) Organization of the intercollegiate tournaments in the college.

h) Conducting the intramural games and sports to the students annually
and awarding prizes to the winners.

HostelRegulations :

a) All movements from and to the hostels should be recorded in the move-
ment register kept with the security guard at the entrance of the hostel and
should be properly signed.

b) The attendance timings are 6 A.M in the morning 7 P.M in the evening.

c¢) Perfect silence is to be maintained in the hostel premises.

d) If any hosteller is found indulging in any form of instigation/intimidation/
threat to any other hostellers he/she will be asked to vacate the hostel forth-
with. In this regard, the decision of the Chief Warden is final and binding on the
individual’s concerned.

Attendance :

A minimum attendance of 75% in theory and completion of 90% of the
practical prescribed for the course is necessary for a student to qualify to at-
tend the Semester-End Examination of UG & PG programmes.

The Principal / Director is authorized to condone the shortage of atten-
dance in theory papers in deserving cases on recommendation of the Head of
the Department, by collecting prescribed fee.
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However, the student should have to put in a minimum attendance of 60% in
aggregate of the total number of instructional days in theory classes. However,
a student shall be eligible to claim for condonation of attendance shortage
twice during the course work.

The student who has not satisfied the above rule will be detained and will
not be allowed to take semester end examinations. Such student will have to
repeat the semester in the subsequent academic year. The marks scored in
Continuous Internal Assessment will be forfeited and not carried forward.

The student who is continuously absent for more than 20 working instruc-
tional days without any prior permission or leave on special grounds will not be
permitted to attend the classes and the names of such students will be struck
off from rolls without any notice. In such cases, students will be permitted into
classes on readmission basis at the discretion of the Principal / Director.

In case, a student represents college, at intercollegiate or interuniversity or
state or national level tournaments/athletics,approved N.C.C. and N.S.S. camps,
the actual number of days, (excluding Sundays and holidays) the student is
engaged in such activities, shall be added to his/her class attendance, subject
to a maximum of 20 days in a year and further subject to maximum of 15 days
in a semester. However, special consideration may be given to candidates
participating in national events. Prior permission of the Principal / Director is
required to avail this, as recommended by the Games Committee & NCC &
NSS Committee.
