The scholarship granted is valid for a duration of one year and can be extended
annually, subject to the condition that the recipients enhance or sustain their skill level
in the respective sport.

The scholarship may be revoked if the student is discovered to be engaged in any
form of misconduct (either on or off campus), fails to pass their academic evaluations,
or fails to meet any other academic requirements outlined in the university student
bulletin.

The Scholarship is exclusively applicable to the Tuition fee and does not extend to
any other expenses such as Admission fee, Examination fee, Transport fee, Hostel
Fee, or any other fees that may arise periodically.

The award Committee retains the authority to adjust, decrease, approve, or reject the
award amount.

College also encourages students to seek for and apply for a wide range of
scholarships and grants offered by the government and other organisations.
